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WHY BOMB GERMANY?

A group of natlonnlly known clergymen
and writers has bssued a prolest ngalnst Al-
lled  “obliteratien” bomblngs of German
clties, Their statement points out that “hun-
dreds of thousands of helpless and innocent
people are  being subjected to agonizing
forms of death and injury compnmblc to the
worst tortures of the Middle Ages.”

Issuing a “call for repentance,” and urging
Christian people to examine their participa-
tion in this “carnival of death,” the protest
asserts that “nothing lesy than absotute cer-
talnty” that bombings are shortening the war
should permit the use of these "drendful ex-
pedients.”

The concern of these obviously sincere and
humane people for the Innocent victims of
" bombings will be understood nnd shared by
most of us. It is the same concern that we
felt for the victims of the unprovoked nazl
raids on Warsaw and Rotterdsm and London,
and for the panic-stricken refugees who fell
before the naxl flyers' machine guns along
French and Belgian roads In the summer of
140,

Perhaps some Germans also el sympathy
for those victims. But they dared not protest
In Hitler's Germany. S0 now they, along with
their countrymen who applauded the blitz-
kricg of defenseless elties, must reap the
wiitrtwind loosed by thie man whom Germany
Talsed to power and Almost to delty.

The bombing of cities Is Hitler's creatlon,
copled from Mussolinl, rehearsed In Spain,
perfected against Pollsh and Dutch citles,
and halted by the English. And to say the
nazis dld not “obliterate” London because of
any humanttarian motive is to be naive.

The protest quoted above obliquely ques-
tions “the absolute certalnty” that allled
bomblings of Germany are shortening the
war, This raises the disturbirig question:
the protesters doubt the “absolute certainty,
then why do they think thess missions are
continulng? Do they suspect that our bomber
crews delight in the thought that they bring
death and Injury to civillans, or that the al-
lted command hns lost thousands of men and
milllons in equipment simply to spread ter-

01?2

The protest also stresses the fact that 18
months of mass bombings have not broken
clstlian mornle. Such a consideratlon fs wish~
ful-thinking. The bombing of Qermany 18 =
military campalgn, almed at the sources of
supply and transportation, and nt the vital
nerve centers of enemy planning and Au-~
thority.

It bombs had paralyzed German produc~
ton and daily life by now, this costly cam~
patgn would Be halted. They haven't, so the
bombings continue,

Let anyorie who thinks this war can bhe won
by confining air acllon to front lines take a
lock at the stalemate in Italy! And let him
try to count the American dead on the road to
Berlin it Germany's ports and ratlroads and
factories remalned untouched!
