HOPE FO R THE DPS
The plight o f Europe’s  displaced persons 

liaa at last attracted the attention o f some 
Americans who are in  a position to help re­
lieve it. Two influential Republican senators. 
Mr. T aft o f Ohio and Mr. Smith of New Jer­
sey, have urged that the government take 
Immediate steps to admit Its share o f the 
homeless unfortunates.' And farm groups 
In the middle west have begun surveys to 
see what homes and Jobs might be available 
fo r  them.

W e don’t know why the sudden flurry o f  
interest. The essential facts of the displaced 
persons problem have not changed in a year 
o r  more. Maybe it Is Just coincidence. Or 
perhaps the practical as well as humanitarian 
aspects o f the problem are only now becoming 
apparent But whatever the reason, the in­
terest Is encouraging.

Senator Smith, recently returned from a  
trip to Europe, thinks that this country 
should admit a reasonable number o f dis­
placed Europeans Immediately, outside the 
immigration system. Senator Taft, who also 
cOUs for  Immediate action, would admit 
America’s  share under quotas now unfilled 
because o f the wartime halt of Immigration.

0%ere are about 800,000 persons, Mr. Smith 
explains, who cannot be resettled. These 
are the last remnants o f the 8,000,000 uproot­
e d  by the European w ar. Driven from coun- 

. Irle# now  . dominated by communists, the
800.000 w ill not go back home for fear o f 
persecution.

Alm ost all o f  them are In the American,
' British and French con w  o f Oermany—about

630.000 in the American zone alone. They 
cannot be left there because; as Mr. Smith
says, .“ the G ^ a n  econom y'cannot support 
them  and. o f course, the United States army

SCnOLABSniP B XaiA N O S IGNOBED 

While the congress debates the matter of providing 
up to 120,000,000,000 for le western European nsUons 
as a defense against the spread o f  communism, one 
vital sector of this propaganda front la being Ignored.

Tbe number of foreign students who came to the 
United SUtea this year has dropped o f f  by «o per cent. 
The stato department's ofilce o f  InformaUon and ed- 
ucaUonal exchange attributes this decrease mainly to 
dollar shortage in the countries which formerly pro­
vided the exchange students.

Russia, it has been pointed out, is encouraging for­
eign students, particularly from the Balkan coun­
tries. and makes provision of rubles for them. UUs 
country, the richest In the world, could restore the 
number of exchange students at a cost of 110.000,000.

Since wo are going wholeheartedly into the program 
o f selling our brand of democrmtlo life to the'world we 
should not ignore this effecUve method.

Under the Pulbright act, natlcsu which have pur­
chased U. 8. war surplus materials may pay for them, 
up to tiOfiOQJXO, In aocepUng AmeHcan students and 
instructors In their unlversiUes, The recipients of these 
acholarshlps undoubtedly will be able missionaries for 
America, but they will not be nearly so effective as an 
equal number of young Europeans, Uvtag with us and 
learning our customs, ways and Ideals.—Los Angeles 
Times.

What la the purpose o f  all'tWa picketing 
against our places o f  buBlness by the Meat 
Cutters Union o f  the American Federation o f 
Labor?

W e have our own ideas and we would h*ke to 
submit them to the people o f  Twin Falls and 
vicinity for their serious consideration.

First of all, let's have it definitely under- 
stood that wages and hours are not an Issue in 
this attack which the M eat Cutters are making 
upon us. We stand ready to sign a contract 
covering these phases o f  a  working agreement, 
but it goes against ou r principle to accept a 
“ closed shop" provision which the union in­
s ists it must have before  entering into any 
agreement

A  closed shop sim ply means that no one 
could work in our m eat departments who was 
not a member o f  the union. In fairness to 
those o f our employes w h o are not Interested 
In union membership w e  have told the Meat 
Cutteis we could not accep t the provision over 
w hich they arc raising an  issue.

Judging from all th is, the union’s chief ob- 
jective is to "organize”  Tw in Falla. It stands to 
reason that the Meat Cutters wouldn’t  go to 
all this length simply to  win a victory over us 
w ith  our small handful o f  meat department 
employes.

W e have probably been singled out because 
w e are small, in the union’s belief that its 
strike would be more likely o f  success against 
us and could thus be used as a- more effective 
example in its plans fo r  further organization.

W e could have closed our eyc3 to the prin- ‘ 
ciple o f the thing, let som e o f our employes 
down, and folded up lon g  b^ore now if  we 
w ere Interested only In an  easy way out, but 
w e believe the people o f  th is  vicinity will agree 
that there’s too much involved for real Ameri­
canism to take such a  beating.
