That elump In the grain market touched off 

a bigger blizzard of ^esscj, contradictions 
and general mystery than the late aurmlsea 
about General Elsenhower’a political Inten­
tions, Thla la the break, said one expert. It 
doesn’t mean a thing, said another. Walt 
and see. said a third.

Probably a lot of people who don't usually 
rtad the financial news devoured the front 
page stories on grain. That may have added 
confusion to worry. For It's likely that these 
new readers didn't know that It Is the custom 
of financial writers to endow securities and 
commodities with personal feelings and 
actions.

They read that com led a downhill race 
while lard reeled under heavy assaults and 

• wheat struggled to rise and then fell back 
wearily. They read that the New York stock 
exchange was weak and nervous, and that the 
London change was sympathetic. They must 
have been confused.

Wo felt a little that way ourselves. But 
the Iccling was brought on by a couple of 
non-flnanclal Items we had been reading 
about the time that com went racing down 

. hill and oats came tumbling after.
First there was that federal court 'deporta­

tion hearing of Gerhard Ebler, said to be the 
top communist In America. Comrade Elsler 
was sitting right there In the courtroom, the 
story said, and his attorney was seriously 
arguing that he had been barred from thla 
country by an exclusion.order In 1041,'so ho 
couldn’t possibly be hero now.

Then we came upon a story out of Wash­
ington. The Tepresentotlvcs of an associa­
tion of apartment house owners were asking 
a  congressional committee to end all rent 
controls. The basis of their plea was this: 
’The housing shortage Is a figment of the 
Imagination.

So the news from the grain market found 
us a little dazed. As wo read It we suddenly 
wondered If the grains might not have been 
feeling the same way before they started 
racing and reeling and flopping wearily about.

Had wheat heard about the hoxislng-short- 
age-that*lsn't? Maybe So. And if there 
wasn't any housing aWortage, how could 
wheat be sure there wnspa wheat shortage— 
which was wheat's excuse for climbing higher 
and higher.

Hod com heard about Elsler? Perhaps. 
And If Mr. Elsler, who seemed so obviously 
present, really was the little man who wasn’t 
there, how about all that money that people 
had been paying for com? Maybe that 
wasn’t real either.

80 It could be thot wheat and com sug­
gested to oats and lard and cottonssed oil 
that the best thing for them to do was climb 
down and start back where they belonged,

This explanation may have certain logical 
weaknesses. But. like the New Work slock 
exchange, we've been a little nervous lately. 
And all we can say Is we hope those flying 
saucers don’t put In another appearance— 
at least till we're feeling better.

The liRlithig is bad Uiroughout 
Uie building, and the heating and 
venUlailun Is poor.

FoT example, band and orchestra 
c laues are hou.ied in the room d' 
reclly under the dome, which is 
dungerous fire trap.

When the high school nas built 
music proRram was not in the cuj 
rlculum and no thought uits given 
to-the need of prucUce rooms. 81 
ly K lc r the band anti orcheitra 
organlrrd, they grew to surli proper* 
tlona llm t the dome cflered the 
only adequate space. 'Hie one lan;e 
room has since been divided Into, 
two sections sepamtcd by a sup­
posedly sound-proof wall.

Over 130 young peo[)le 
band and orche.strn hold cla«cs at 

time, and it  Is likely that 
they would all be trapped If fire 
were to break out in Uie front halls. 
The slAlrway which leads from the 
second floor to  Uie dome Is nhrrow 
and low-celled and would serve as a 
flue to  slioot the  flames upward.

I f  a  new high school building Is 
constructed and the  Junior high Is 
moved into the front o f Uie present

yesrs.

A telegraphic request to the St. 
Louis police departm ent regarding 
tlie boy. hl.i record and family 
brought in substance th is reply.

"'Holden' has  no record with this 
department. His father states tha t 
he does not know where llie boy I r  
doesn’t care and  hopes nev 
him again,"

Arltonn police confirmed a report 
by the lad th a t he had been detained 
for eight days In a Jail there while 
hb  story woa sub,itantlatcd.

This is his story:
He Is one of five children, 

the othere younger than  himself

ness three years ago. The oUier four 
children have been ••farmed out" and 
he has had to  sh ift for himself.
