GERMANY TICKLISH PROBLEM

The stx-power agreement on western Ger-
many seems good as far as it goes. That Is
about &l thal can be expected from such an
agreement, which 15 essentlally only o blue
print for action. Bul at least the sIx govern=
ments have faced up to the most Immediate
and Important problems, und have achleved
B respectable compromis

The history of the last 30 years, and partl-
cularly the last three, had left them little
room for rrgument on these basic facts:

Russia’s obstructlonist polley makes big
four agreement on a peace treaty for all of
Germany impossible at this time.

‘The recovery of western Europe depends
on the strengthening of German Industry. At
the same time Industrial production and dis-
trlbution must be carcfully controlled,

Germany must be started toward self-
government. But a strongly centrallzed,
independent Germany would again become
& danger to world perce.

Russia Is muking a strong bid for popular-
ity with tatk.of a “uniffed” Germany. This
appeals more to the traditlon of German
political thought than the promise of a
loosely- federated democracy, though the in-
telligent German must know that this “uni-
fied" Germany would be a police-ruled
satellite of the communist empire.

These are ingredients of the complicated
situation that the slx governments tackled
when they met in London. France and her
neghbors brought with them 2 weli-founded
fear of Germany, based on two devastating
invasions in this century. They may not
have got all they wanted, but they did re-
celve some comforting assurances.

The United States and Britain will not
withdraw thelr troops from Germany “‘until
the peace of Europe Is secured.” This ob-
viously means that the occupation will Inst as
long as there {5 a threat of war with Russla.

The occupying powers will have the power
of veto over any constitution drawn up by
the western German states. They will have
control of Germany’s disarmament and de~
militarization, and over the level of industrial
production and certaln projects of sclentific
rescarch,

8Bpecifically, the production and distribu-
tion of the Ruhr Industrles wilf be in the
hands of the occupying powers. Access to the
Ruhr's coal, coke and steel wlll be open to
the co-operating Marshall plan countries.
An Inspectlon system wlll be set up to con-
tinue these safeguards when the occupation
is finally ended.

Now that the blueprint s finished the det-
feate Job of administration must be con-
sidered. This wlll call for highest states-
manship and wisest judgment. The respon-
slbllity lles heaviest on the American and
British governments.

. Recently there have been » lot of ru-
mors that private business intereats are work-
ing for & moderate contro! of Rulir produc-
tion in the hope of a big clean-up when
that production gets rolling. Any such fi-
nagling. of course, would be a catastrophe.

It will be a difficult job to keep Garmany
economically strong and politically harmiess.
But it must be done. For if it 15 not a re-
vived reich might finally succeed In bring-
ing about a war between Russin and the west,
and emerge as the ruling power of n wrecked
Europe. To avold this it will be necessary
to do more than govern by military order.
The Hmited renaizsance of Gemany will re-
quire manegement that s not only Intelli-
gent, but Incorruptible.
