Churches remaining firm in opposition to aid for Contras

WASHINGTON —~ Congress seems lo be
wavering on aid to Nicaraguan rebels, but
major American churches are not. Long op-
posed to military ald to the Contras, they are
‘gearing up for a new fight against other kinds
of assistance.

Most malnline churches say they do not
agree with President Reagan's charac-
terization of the Contras as freedom fighters.

" “Typleal is the stand of the United Methodlst

‘Church_accusing the Contras of “inflicting

terror, torture and death upon Innocenl
clvilians.”

In fundamental disagreement with Reagan
on this Issue, church spokesmen say suppor-
ting the Contras s immoral and {llegal. They
do not agree with the prestdent that the San-
dinista government has imposed a Com-
munist dictatorship.

Churches which have adopted formal posi-
tions agalnst aid to the Contras include the
Methodists, Roman Catholles, Eplscopalians,
Presbyterians, American Lutherans, some
Baptist churches and the Unitarian Church.

The administration can claim signlficant
religlous Support for its policles only among
some (undamentalist preachers, such as the
Rev Jerry Falwell of the Moral Majority and

the Rev. Tim LaHaye of the American Coali-
tlon for Traditional Values.

In an interview, LaHaye was critical of the
leadership of major churches. “They may
masquerade as malnline church leaders, but
the truth s they are liberals. Conservatives
stand with the freedom-fighters and oppose a
soclalist-Marxist takeover” in Centra)
America.

‘The Southern Baptlst Convention and the
Mormons have not taken a position. Jewish
organlzations generally are not vocal on the
Issue.
