Recovery by choice

Anthony Lopez describes
his friend Jesus Ortega as
belng so full of anger when
the two men met that Ortega
told Lopez he slept better
knowing he.was going to
hell. Ortegn was one of
Lopez’ first Soldiers in Christ
— as Because of Jesus mem-
bers are known — but the

road wasn't easy. At the time,
Ortega sald, problems In his
life stretched beyond any-
thing any normal support
group could touch.

“For me It took the power
of Christ,” he sald. “AA
[Alcoholics  Anonymous)
wasn't going to help.”

Lopez’ own story almost
defies bellef.

He said he grew up mostly
on the streets in Salinas,
Calif., his mother a prostitute
and heroinaddict. One day a
man from a Victory Home —
a faith-based rehabilitation
center — galned permission
to adopt him from Lopez’
grandmother.

Lopez ran away two
months later. I1e ended up in
a foster home that he set fire
to after his foster mother told
him his family had aban-
doned him and he would
never see them again. And so
began his journcy through

found himself on the run in
I1daho for shooting & man in
the stomach. Holed up in
hotels and on a days-long
cocaine binge, the walls were
closing in. It was then when
Lopez’ aunt found him and
took him to anather Victory
Home.

The men at the home —
not so different from himself
— took him in and fed him.
Things did not go smoothly
at first. Lopez rejected their
offers to help him until one
day they gave him clothes
and challenged him to joln
them for a service. There he
found Christ, turning his life
upside down in the blink of
an eye.

Lopez left the home and
turned himself in to the law
shortly afterward, ready to
face the punishment for his
crimes. When he got out of
prison, he dedicated himself
to helping others find the
path that found him,

Lopez and his group are
now active In  schools,
churches and any other set-
ting that will have them.
They perform plays empha-
sizing the danger of gang
involvement.

Their work, they said, Is
patterned  after  David
Wilkerson, a missionary who
took to the streets of New
York City in the 1950s with a
ministry aimed at gangs and
drug addicts.

Lopez and his group said
they want to open their own
Victory Home in Jerome. The
idea is to help convicts
straighten out their lives
cither before or after incar-
ceration. Lopez sald the
home would be entirely
funded by churches and
other donatfons.

Asked If the home would
employ armed guards, Lopez,
and Ortega just laughed and
looked confused.

“No,” Ortega said, "We 1,0(
Jesus, man.
